The image files must be
300dpi, 4" x 6", no larger than 10mb each, viewable on both PCs and Macs, with one
image showing a single piece. The image files must be labeled as follows:

[0 Typed image list, with photos next to the following details for each image: filename,
artist name, title of the piece, dimensions, year produced, and materials,

I A one-page current typed resume, with current contact information including email
address,

0 A 200-word maximum typed artist statement,

O Type written details on the specific workshops or classes for which the award would be
used; include the following information: instructor, class, class fee, class description,
hosting institution, and class date(s),

[0 Self addressed stamped envelope

Incomplete, late, or incorrectly submitted or packaged applications will not be considered. CDs
and other entry materials will not be returned.

Only digital submissions of images will be considered.

NOTIFICATION WILL BE MADE BY May 1, 2008
